We want to 
thank you for your continued prayers 
through this time, even though you may 
not have heard from us. God has been 
doing some marvelous works, and we 
know it is due to your prayers. . . Thank 
you again for your prayer support! 

PRAISES 

So many exciting things happened 
during the camps this year that we can’t 
begin to share them all. I’d like to share 
the following story from our youth 
camp, which reveals how important 
prayer in all of our ministries. 

As the week of youth camp ap-
proached, it seemed that Satan was 
working hard to disrupt the camp 
planned in Village E. Problems began 
unfolding immediately upon the arrival 
of two volunteer teams in Petropav-
lovsk. As we began the first leg of the 
bus trip to camp, we got a late start and 
then experienced mechanical problems 
with the bus on the gravel road to Vil-
lage M, our stopover for the night. As 

the group traveled on in the early 
hours of the morning, Randy fell 
asleep at the wheel of our jeep and 
narrowly avoided a head-on colli-
sion with a bridge, but suffered a 
broken rear axle. Our caravan 
limped into Village M, grabbed a 

few hours sleep, left 
the jeep behind for 
repairs and traveled 
on in our extremely 
overloaded bus, 
which now had bro-
ken springs.  

As this was our first camp with 
youth from Village A, we had de-
cided to hold the number attending 
camp down to 20. The list had al-
ready crept up to over twenty, when 
we received yet another call from 
village leaders asking to add an ad-
ditional four youth. We struggled 
with the decision knowing we were 
short on counselors and food, but 
reluctantly accepted the four youth.  

Camp had a rough start as the vil-
lage youth seemed unwilling to fol-
low the schedule and by the end of 
the first day three youth had slipped 
away and hitchhiked home. The 
four last-minute additions to the 
camp then explained that they had 
been told this was a sport camp and 
had paid an unknown woman a con-
siderable sum of money to attend 
camp. We realized the enemy was 
winning this fight, and our only 
weapon was prayer.  

In spite of the nightmarish begin-
nings, God began to work in the 
hearts of those at the camp. Imagine 
our amazement as we watched the 
four young sportsmen become in-
creasingly involved and listening 
with greater attention than the other 

campers. By the end of camp and 
after spending another week with one 
of the volunteer teams, the four 
young sportsmen that we had re-
ceived with such great reluctance had 
prayed to receive Christ as their Sav-
ior. Praise the Lord that He won the 
victory!

The following was 
received from James Hurst of the Midnight Sun 
Council Office: 

*"What is a Merit Badge Seminar?" 

A Merit Badge Seminar is an opportunity for 
Scouts to participate in a merit badge program 
that is not regularly coordinated by the Troop 
or offered at Summer Camp. These programs 
will, therefore, not usually be "Eagle Required" 
badges. It is a chance to use expertise and 
community resources that can best be coordi-
nated by the District. Neither the District nor 
the Council keep records of completion or par-
ticipation from these seminars.

Merit badge seminars do not replace the 
Troops' or the Scouts' responsibilities for merit 
badge advancement.

Bangladeshis who may never re-

ceive it without his $7 gift – and 
he’s putting his money where his 
heart is.  

Giving to missions is an act of 
faith. Faith that God will meet our 
own needs as we give. Faith that 
He will use our gifts to advance 
His kingdom. Faith that He will 
multiply our offerings – like the 
loaves and fishes another young 
boy gave Jesus long ago.
