Things are really starting to gear up 
for the Christmas season here in 
M___. We have several petitions 
through which you can join in and be 
a part of these activities to reach out 
to our neighbors and friends. 

We are experiencing so many open 
doors to share spiritual conversations 
with our friends. God has continued 
to open our eyes to some of the false 
beliefs held by Europeans, and they 
seem to be quite prevalent.  

But even though not everyone 
holds a belief similar to ours, they 
are quite willing to listen and discuss 
with us. This is encouraging, because 
the doors are open for God’s Word to 
speak to their hearts and achieve its 
purpose. 

One common belief is also com-
mon in the U.S.: “If I am a good per-
son, and don’t harm my neighbor, 
God will let me go to heaven.”  

A variation is: “It doesn’t really 
matter what you believe, or what you 
worship, as long as it is good (you 
can call it God if you want) and not 
evil.” In this person’s mind, Buddha 
was classified as good, and a bald 
monster that her daughter’s friends 
wanted to pray to was evil.  

A third variation of this: “The 
world would be OK if we could work 
at acting out of our hearts for the 
positive, and from our heads for the 
negative.”  In other words, being 
emotional is ok if it is positive emo-
tion, but when we are angry, we need 
to act rationally. 

All of these variations are counter-
acted by Rom 3:23 and 6:23:  “All 
have sinned, and fallen short of the 
glory of God…the wages of sin is 
death, but the gift of God is eternal 
life through Jesus Christ”.  Pray with 
us that we will have the opportunities 
to share this message and that peo-
