She launched 4 and 
lost none, go figure.  

Many say I’m a good counselor 
and I think I simply learned to 
listen and talk from my mother. 
She never told me what to do. I 
never did anything without her 
in my heart. A few things I did-
n’t do twice, thankfully, while 
others I would never quit, thank-
fully. It was much more motivat-
ing than hitting. Today, they say 
that’s  ‘co-dependence.’  Horse 
feathers! I only said that because 
she’s  still  in  my  heart  and 
wouldn’t  have  said  anything 
stronger.  And by the way my 

N ever do 
I  recall 

her  even  raising  her  voice,  let 
alone spanking, shaking or  even 
touching in a corrective way. I 
pity  those  who  cannot  believe 
that!  

I kissed her goodnight every day 
until I left home to get married. I 
feel sorry for anyone who raises 
an eyebrow at that.  

One of my best memories is of 
hours and hours, days and days, 
of sitting at the kitchen table talk-
ing  with  her  while  she  fixed 
breakfast, lunch and supper. How 
sad  that  so  many  today  don’t 

dependence  was  never  disap-
pointed. 

She never gave up on the struggle 
marriage is and that’s probably the 
only reason none of her four sons 
ever have either. My brother sent 
60 roses to her funeral. She was 
81.  

One Sunday a member hugged me 
and said, “You’re such a compas-
sionate person.”

As I patted my border collie on the 
head the other day I saw her hands 
doing that, as if it  were an old 
home  movie,  in  gentleness  and 
kindness as I had when I was little.

That’s either scary or nonsense. It 
sort of depends on your mother. 

Dietrich  Bonhoeffer  coined  the 
phrase of Jesus, “The Man for Oth-
ers.” Mother never read Bonhoef-
fer’s Cost of Discipleship although

The Organization of WMU has un-
dergone many changes since it was 
organized in 1888, but our purpose 
remains the same today: To support 
and promote missions in the church. 
WMU used to be an organization of 
primarily Women, girls, and pre-
schoolers (girls and boys). WMU 
organized and operated the RA pro-
grams for boys grades 1 – 6 until it 
was turned over to the Brotherhood 
(now named Men’s Ministries) in 
the 1950’s.  

In the early 1990’s WMU began 
to look for ways to increase par-
ticipation in missions. This vi-
sion brought about the addition 
of Co-Ed missions organizations 
to include Boys, Youth, and 
Men.

Hi All, 

Are you in the big freeze we are 
hearing about that is gripping 
Russia? We on the other hand are 
in a drought situation that is get-
ting worse.  

Brackenhurst is having to water 
7/24 just to try and keep the place 
green. Our main borehole (water 
well) is in a 77 foot thick under-
ground river.  

Our local church, Tigoni Fel-
lowship, will be voting on a plan 
next Sunday to adopt a village in 
the drought stricken area only 30 
minutes driving time from Brack-
enhurst. We will commit to feed-
ing the whole village for as long 
as it takes for them to harvest a 
crop.

Five missionaries were slain in 
January 1956 by the violent 
Waodani Indians in a remote 
jungle area of eastern Ecuador. But 
the real story is about that 
happened after that. 

The martyrdom of the five 
unarmed missionaries drew world-
wide attention through a Life 
m a g a z i n e  f e a t u r e  b y 
photojournalist Cornell Capa and 
books later written by the widow 
of one of the men. 

That widow, with the sister of the 
missionary who piloted the group 
in, somehow were able to settle 
peacefully amonth the Waodani. 

Their example of responding to the 
massacre with love is credited with 
ending the internal warfare among 
the Waodani, bringing hundreds of 
the 2000 Waodani to Christ, and 
inspiring generations of others to 
take up the call to be missionaries. 

Events are pictured in the film 
from the Waodani viewpoint.  

The movie is based on the true 
story, and featured a larger budget 
and broader release then many full 
length features ever get. It is rated 
PG-13.
