Brief History: 

Days of prayer have been called 
for since 1775, when the Continen-
tal Congress designated a time for 
prayer in forming a new nation. In 
1863, Abraham Lincoln called for 
such a day. Officially, the NDP 
was established as an annual event 
by an act of Congress in 1952 and 
was signed into law by President 
Truman. The law was amended in 
1988 and signed by President 
Ronald Reagan, establishing the 
NDP as the first Thursday of May 
each year. 

Why Pray? 

We need to pray because the Bible 
commands us to (Matt. 6:5; Ro-
mans 12:12;  

1 Thess. 5:17). Prayer is how we 
communicate with God and par-
ticipate in His work. It grants us 
the privilege of experiencing God, 
keeps us humble before Him, 
strengthens the bonds between be-
lievers and can succeed where 
other means have failed.

lesson that her mother gave in 
which she said, "I hope and pray 
that someone, sometime, will 
found a memorial mother's day. 
There are many days for men, but 
none for mothers." 

Anna began to lobby prominent 
businessmen like John Wanna-
maker, and politicians including 
Presidents Taft and Roosevelt to 
support her campaign to create a 
special day to honor mothers.  

At one of the first services organ-
ized to celebrate Anna's mother in 
1908, at her church in West Vir-
ginia, Anna handed out her 
mother's favorite flower, the white 
carnation. Five years later, the 
House of Representatives adopted 
a resolution calling for officials of 
the federal government to wear 
white carnations on Mother's Day.

A Mother’s Prayer 
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In 1914 Anna's hard work paid 
off when Woodrow Wilson 
signed a bill recognizing Mother's 
Day as a national holiday. 

At first, people observed 
Mother's Day by attending 
church, writing letters to their 
mothers, and eventually, by send-
ing cards, presents, and flowers. 

With the increasing gift-giving 
activity associated with Mother's 
Day, Anna Jarvis became en-
raged. She believed that the day's 
sentiment was being sacrificed at 
the expense of greed and profit.  

In 1923 she filed a lawsuit to 
stop a Mother's Day festival, and 
was even arrested for disturbing 
the peace at a convention selling 
carnations for a war mother's

In fact, the sec-
ond Sunday of May has become 
the most popular day of the year 
to dine out, and telephone lines 
record their highest traffic, as 
sons and daughters everywhere 
take advantage of this day to 
honor and to express appreciation 
of their mothers
