Scott Cates, 
Chris Smith, and John Forrester 
drove it over from Kotzebue on 
March 22nd.  John drove down to 
Noorvik to meet them, where they 
carried the cross all over town and 
praying. Then they came to Kiana 
and did the same thing.  

The next day they headed off to-
ward to Ambler, Shungnak, and 
Kobuk. They were only about 20 
miles out when the cross came 
loose off the sled and was shoot-
ing straight toward John Forres-
ter’s head. He served to miss and 
his snow machine and sled rolled 
at least 4 times and threw John 
Forrester off. He was able to get 
up and he and John P. drove back 
to Kiana.  

John F. was pretty sore and flew 
home the next morning. The other 
men continued on their way with 
Caleb from Kotzebue. In Kobuk 
there were 10 salvations.

Worship is the Priority of God 
It has been said that too many Christians worship their work, work at their play, and play at their worship. What we do on Sundays we 
call worship…but is it really? For many people the subject of worship is an enigma. They come to services and sing, but they sense 
something is missing. They pray and talk with God each day, but find themselves wondering if perhaps there is something they failed 
to learn about their life with God. 

Why is worship important? Because it is the highest priority in God’s Word. 

Exodus 20 records the giving of the Ten Commandments, with the very first instruction  saying: “I am the Lord your God...You shall 
have no other gods before Me. You shall not make for yourself a carved image—any likeness of anything that is in heaven above, or 
that is in the earth beneath, or that is in the water under the earth; you shall not bow down to them nor serve them. For I, the Lord 
your God, am a jealous God…” (Exodus 20:2-5). Before He gave any other commandment, God established that the greatest concern 
was understanding the importance of worship. 

When Jesus was asked to state the greatest commandment, He quoted Deuteronomy 6:4-5: “Hear, O Israel: The Lord our God, the 
Lord is one! And you shall love the Lord your God with all your heart, with all your soul, and with all your strength (Mark 12:29-
30).” Worship is at the top of God’s priority list. 

Worship was the Pattern of the Old Testament 
When you begin to read the Scriptures and study the people of the Old Testament, you cannot read far before you begin to understand 
that worship was the pattern of their lives. The Lord Himself designed the first worship center. He was very specific; it took seven 
chapters to describe how he wanted it built. He made it portable, and designed it to be a visual aid for the worshipping Israelite. The 
tabernacle was the center of the encampment of God’s people. Next to it were the priests who led worship; further away were the  
Levites who were involved in service, and outside of them were the people. It was a way of showing that God was to be at the center 
of His people in worship as a way of life. 

Worship was the Practice of the New Testament 
You can find a priority on worship throughout the New Testament. Take a look at the gospel according to Matthew. At the outset we 
are met with the coming of the Messiah. The response of the wise men, as recorded in Matthew 2:11 is that they came into the house 
and “saw the young Child with Mary His mother, and fell down and worshiped Him.” Other passages of worship are found in Mat-
thew 8:2; 9:18; and Matthew 15:25. 

We find Jesus with His disciples in Matthew 14:33. He has just walked on water and calmed the seas, and the response of His follow-
ers is that “those who were in the boat came and worshiped Him, saying, ‘Truly You are the Son of God.’” 

In the Lord’s final days on earth He went up on a mountain with His disciples and “they worshiped Him” (Matthew 28:17). In just one 
book we have the consistent pattern that wherever Jesus was, He was known as the Son of God. Men and women worshipped the 
Lord; it was the pattern and practice of the New Testament.

have not been worshiping...when you get 
into work you will not only be useless 
but a tremendous hindrance.” 

*Amy Carmichael, founder of Dohnavur 
Mission in South India, insisted that 
when the large chapel was built on their 
compound, it have two spires. The spire 
at the front was to represent worship. 
The spire at the rear was to represent 
service. Whenever those spires are seen, 
all are reminded that worship precedes 
service. Perhaps this shows some rela-
tionship to the fact that Amy Carmichael 
was able to labor for forty years without 
a furlough.  *(Adapted from Dr. David 
Jeremiah Sermon on Worship) 

Worship is the remedy for 
Discouragement 
Worship is something God does in the 
lives of His people to help them in their 
own discouragement. You cannot be 
occupied with both despair and the wor-
thiness of God. When your heart is 
caught up in the worship of God, it does 
something to you inwardly, dispelling 
the spirit of heaviness. The prophet 
Isaiah said that, “The Spirit of the Lord 
God is upon me...He has sent me to heal 
the brokenhearted, to proclaim liberty to 
the captives...to comfort all who mourn, 
to console those who mourn in Zion, to 
give them beauty for ashes, the oil of joy 
for mourning, the garment of praise for 
the spirit of heaviness” (Isaiah 61:1-3). 

Discouragement is one of Satan’s great-
est weapons today. So the Scripture 
warns us to not grow faint or lose heart, 
but to worship God. Paul and Silas were 
once arrested, flogged, thrown into 
prison, and locked in stocks. It must 
have been a discouraging, defeated time. 
How did they respond? They started to 
pray and sing hymns to God! As a result 
of their worship, the earthquake came 
and the doors of the prison were blown 
open. 

Worship is the Passion of 
God 
There are times in life when you don’t 
know for sure what God wants you to 
do...but you can always be certain that 
when you worship God you are in His 
will. Jesus told the woman at the well, 

(Worship, continued from page 8) “The hour is coming, and now is, when the 
true worshipers will worship the Father in 
spirit and truth; for the Father is seeking 
such to worship Him” (John 4:23). God in 
heaven is looking throughout the earth for 
people who worship Him. 

And the best news of all is that as we wor-
ship God, He will fill up our lives. Then 
we will begin to understand the words of 
Jesus to that woman: “If you knew the gift 
of God, and who it is who says to you, 
‘Give Me a drink,’ you would have asked 
Him, and He would have given you living 
water….Whoever drinks of the water that I 
shall give him will never thirst. But the 
water that I shall give him will become in 
him a fountain of water springing up into 
everlasting life” (John 4:10, 14). 

Dr. David Jeremiah tells the following 
story that I believe will help us understand 
the passion of worship. 

When Lawrence of Arabia was in 
Paris with some of his Arab friends 
after World War I, he took them to 
see the sights of the city. His 
friends showed little interest in the 
Louvre, the Arch of Triumph, or 
Napoleon’s tomb. The thing that 
really interested them was the fau-
cet in their bathtub. They spent 
much time turning it on and off; 
they thought it was wonderful. All 
they had to was turn the handle and 
they could get all the water they 
wanted. 

When they were leaving Paris, 
Lawrence found them in the bath-
room with wrenches, trying to get 
the faucet off so they could take it 
with them. “You see,” they said, “it 
is very dry in Arabia. What we need 
are faucets. If we have them, we 
will have all the water we want.” 
Lawrence had to explain to them 
that the effectiveness of the faucet 
depended on the water system to 
which it was attached. 

Our study of worship reminds us that the 
effectiveness of all that we do in the 
church is not to be found in outward activ-
ity or service, but in the One who stands 
behind it. The One whom we serve. The 
One deserving of our worship. �
