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S unday evening May 21, we
heard a wonderful
testimony from a new Christian
before he was baptized.

He is at
peace with the lifetime learning that
is also part of his walk with the
Lord and confident the living Lord
of the New Testament has begun in
him what he saw in those missionat-
ies as a boy.

More about Fasting

The Old Testament gives numer-
ous instructions for fasting. In Le-
viticus 23:26-32, God commands
Israel to deny itself on the Day of
Atonement.

"The tenth day of this seventh
month is the Day of Atonement.
Hold a sacred assembly and deny
yourselves, and present an offering
made to the LORD by fire."

But in Isaiah 58, God reminds His
people of the purpose of fasting.

"Is this the kind of fast | have cho-
sen, only a day for a man to hum-
ble himself? Is it only for bowing
one's head like a reed and for lying
on sackcloth and ashes? Is that
what you call a fast, a day accept-
able to the LORD?

"Is not this the kind of fasting |
have chosen: to loose the chains of
injustice and untie the cords of the
yoke, to set the oppressed free and
break every yoke? Is it not to share
your food with the hungry and to
provide the poor wanderer with
shelter-when you see the naked, to
clothe him, and not to turn away
from your own flesh and blood?

"Then your light will break forth
like the dawn ."

Fasting is not an end in itself, but
rather it is intended to result in
greater godliness in all our rela-
tionships. If fasts do not have that
result, God has no interest in them.
It is by our acts of mercy and kind-
ness to others that God's light
finally will burst forth on the earth.
